
10. COOPERATING AND INTEGRATING THE CEDS WITH KANSAS’ ECONOMIC PRIORITIES
The Kansas Department of Commerce has a Strategic Plan in which “All Divisions and programs managed by the agency are focused on the creation of competitive jobs and wealth creation for Kansas in both rural and urban areas . . . “.  They have targeted industries and markets in twelve areas:

1. Bioscience based companies
2. Commercialization of cutting edge technologies in Kansas, especially technologies developed with state taxpayer investments
3. Sustainable agricultural based bio-products companies
4. Value-added energy industries including coal and petroleum based as well as renewable
5. Transportation and distribution sector industries to take advantage of geographic centricity
6. National and international headquarters
7. Rural and high-growth entrepreneurial ventures
8. Retention and growth of existing businesses and industries, with particular emphasis on aircraft, food processing and other industries with high wage opportunities for Kansans
9. Enhanced foreign investment
10. Enhanced trade with mainland China
11. Tourism/entertainment/outdoor recreation based businesses
12. Distribution of sales leads and international market recommendation to Kansas small businesses
The Kansas Department of Commerce has also targeted enhancing the quality of life in Kansas.  “The Department of Commerce provides technical assistance and financial resources to continually improve the quality of life in our rural and urban communities and for our citizens through:”

13. Enhanced recreational opportunities and increased visitation at private and public owned/managed tourism assets
14. Improved, expanded and modernized infrastructure in rural and urban communities.
15. Rehabilitation of homes and demolition of uninhabitable structures in rural communities.
16. Construction of community and senior centers as well as enhanced streetscapes, sidewalks and neighborhood revitalizations
17. Enhanced historical renovation of downtown districts and development of strategic marketing plans for downtown merchants and merchant associations
18. Development of community based service projects to improve health care and health care delivery, youth services, cultural programs and family-based savings accounts to help fund education and homeownership
