
4. DISCUSSION OF COMMUNITY AND PRIVATE SECTOR PARTICIPATION
Each of SCKEDD’s 14 counties sets goals for their individual selves.  Thirteen of them do so through a program at the Kansas Department of Commerce called Kansas Enterprise Zone.  

The counties are mandated by the program to set their goals:

1. They must have a Regional Economic Development Organization that is recognized and supported by the county.
2. The Organization must have a broad-based membership representative of the businesses throughout the region.
3. The County must adopt a long-range strategic plan every 3 years.
The goals of each county become part of SCKEDD’s process in setting its goals.  

SCKEDD had two groups of individuals who served on its Strategic Planning Committee.  One group served for the 2001 CEDS, and served through the initial meeting on the 2006 CEDS.  In July 2006, SCKEDD’s President appointed a new members to the Committee.  The following is a listing of all the individuals who served during the CEDS process.
