
5. LISTING OF POTENTIAL PROJECTS
In order to find projects SCKEDD uses its Board members, city and county economic development professionals, financial institutions, and our state and federal economic development partners.  The vast majority of projects come with a short time table for development.  

The Kansas Department of Commerce, to be more responsive to the needs of businesses in Kansas, in 2007 will be going to a monthly CDBG-ED application process.  SCKEDD uses the CDBG-ED program for infrastructure and gap financing to assist new and expanding businesses.  Because of the rapid timing in the development of these projects, there is not a list.  At present SCKEDD has two projects that are in the very early development stage:  one is a biodiesel plant, and the second is a major expansion of a local company.  The biodiesel plant will require some, yet to be determined, infrastructure.  The company expansion will be infrastructure, gap financing, or both.

When working with the Economic Development Administration (EDA) SCKEDD uses projects that are six months to a year out, need larger dollar amounts, have larger job impact, and larger non-EDA dollar investment.  SCKEDD in the past twelve months has assisted its counties in being awarded two EDA grants, Rice County and Sedgwick County/Wichita Airport Authority.  At present, SCKEDD does not have any projects in the development stage for EDA funding.  

SCKEDD also works in multiple areas of housing (energy efficiency, repair and purchases), and community infrastructure.  SCKEDD works with its cities and counties throughout the year to develop projects for annual submittal.  Submittal is generally in the fall, with grant announcements between late November and early January.  SCKEDD starts the development of new projects and improving non-funded projects after all grants have been announced.
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
