
7. ECONOMIC CLUSTERS
SCKEDD did cluster identification for its 14 counties for its 2001 CEDS and has repeated that process for its 2006 CEDS.  The initial cluster identification was done using a 2-digit SIC.  Since 2001 all industrial classifications have changed to the NAICS system.  SCKEDD was able to use a 3-digit NAICS, and make a comparison between the two cluster identifications.  

The clusters have been sorted into two main groups, manufacturing and non-manufacturing.  The most recent cluster manufacturing identification is directly below.  It is followed by the 2001 study.  Figure ___  provides the comparison of the two.  Figure ___ provides all of the non-manufacturing clusters for the 2006 identification.

Some major changes have occurred since the 2001 CEDS, the primary change being in Transportation Equipment.  Aircraft manufacturing has been and continues to be a driving economic force in SCKEDD’s area.  Due to the high wages paid by this industry, each of its workers has a direct impact on the employment of 2.5 other people.  Within this category we have seen a loss of 10,533 jobs, which impacted 26,335 other jobs.  The entire aircraft industry suffered from 911, and now 5 years later it has seen the bottom of the downward cycle and is heading back up.  The aircraft manufacturing industry has started a new cluster.

Aircraft manufacturers are moving away from metal skins to composites.  We have seen a increase in the size of this cluster during the past 4 years.  Expectations are that it will continue to grow and provide diversity to the economy.  

The food industry has also grown.  It has nearly doubled its number of employees and added 9 firms.

Health Services continues to be the largest non-manufacturing group.  It contains 981 firms employing 27,860 people.  Since 2000, the number of firms has grown by 21, but the number of employees has been reduced by 2,226.  

A point of concern is the loss of 3,375 jobs within the manufacturing clusters.  This was not counterbalanced by the non-manufacturing sector that exports its services, and represents a decrease in the overall size of the economic pie of the area.  
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
