
9. LIST OF PERFORMANCE MEASURES
SCKEDD as an economic development district and a certified development company provides reports to its Board, its 14- county members, the Economic Development Administration, and Kansas Department of Commerce.  Reports are made monthly to the Board, quarterly to the Kansas Department of Commerce, annually to the Economic Development Administration and the Kansas Department of Commerce.  These reports include the following:  


Business Loans:

Ownership, SIC code, industry type, sources of all capital used in the project, new and retained jobs, use of all funds, projected first years sales, and county of origin.

Grants:
County in which grant is located, type of grant (community improvement, economic development, water & sewer, housing, HOME, etc.), amount of grant, matching funds, and jobs created or retained.

The reports to the Kansas Department of Commerce also designate primary projects.  These are projects that fit one or more of the following:

a. The majority of the business is involved in the design, development or manufacture of product(s) and/or processes.
b. Companies providing services that are principally (51%) sold outside the State of Kansas.
c. Business activities that replace the importation of products or services.
d. Firms that produce raw materials, ingredients or components for other firms that are exporting the majority of their product beyond the boundaries of the State of Kansas.
e. Regional distribution center(s) principally for interstate commerce.
f. Corporate multi-state headquarters used for the supervision of business activities, when the majority of such business activities measured in dollars of sales, occurs outside the State of Kansas.
The primary projects enable the economy to grow either by brining new dollars to the area or stopping existing dollars from leaving the area.  They do not involve projects that simply keep dollars moving inside the area.

Weatherization:  (reported to Board and 14-county members)

Total numbers of homes weatherized in each county and the dollar amount spent in that county.
